	6. Activation of plan
	The plan can be activated by the emergency services, or Local Authority, or by the Parish Emergency Committee.  It is activated by the emergency services/Authority contacting people on the Parish Emergency Committee, or by the Parish Emergency Committee taking action and informing the Borough Council that activation is taking place.

	7. First steps in an emergency
	1. Establish who has been contacted

2. Agree on a place to meet
3. Check that the Borough Council has been informed
4. Ensure that any key emergency service has been informed
5. Decide on course of action in consultation with Emergency Committee and Emergency 
   Planning Officer    

	8. Agenda for the first Meeting
	1. Confirm who is in charge
2. Assess what the problem is, the severity and the consequences
3. Ensure key agencies have been notified

4. Deploy resources & skills, properly equipped and briefed
5. Distribute communication equipment if necessary
6. Ensure everyone in the locality is informed

7. Agree time and place of next meeting

Proritise:
a. threat to life
b. assistance for most vulnerable
c. containment/control of the emergency (if appropriate)
d. caring for the affected

	9. Actions agreed with Local Authority or emergency services if evacuation is required.
	Evacuation is the last resort.

On activation, advise residents as appropriate, normally –  GO IN– TUNE IN– STAY IN
